Are You Able To Solve This Mystery Using Inductive Logic ?

This mystery is designed to make you use inductive logic. The purpose of using inductive logic is to not rule out any possibilities. Even the most outrageous possibilities should be considered. See if you are able to let yourself think inductively.

You are a Detective Investigating the death of an individual in his late 70’s. There is deep snow on the ground and on the roof of the house there is both snow and ice hanging from the sides of the house. It is approaching noon and the weather is quite mild. As you attend the scene, which is in the living room of an old farmhouse, you observe the house to have only two rooms. A living room and a kitchen. The living room has no furnishings except, one couch in the middle of the room and a large extension ladder leaning against the wall. About 5 feet from the ladder is the man’s workbench. The ceiling is over 15 feet high. Approximately 5 feet from the couch is a Television set. There is the body of a man in a sleeping position, lying on his back, on the couch. He has a large puncture wound in the middle of his chest. The puncture wound in the man’s chest was quite large. He appears to have been stabbed by a sharp object perhaps a tool of some type. On the floor next to the couch, there is a large piece of plastic sitting next to a puddle of water. There is only one problem; when you arrived you were told by the other officers, on the scene, that the doors were key locked from the inside and there was no sign of forced entry. The key for the door locks, were inside the man’s right top pocket. Inside the house however there was a large hole in the ceiling open to the weather, in the middle of the room, over the couch. 5. The stove was still on in the kitchen and a frying pan with eggs in it had been removed to one side.
